Fur-Friendly Reminder! Register your pets! 

Required | Stoop and Scoop (By-Law 2023-122) 
Every Owner of a Dog, Cat or other Animal shall immediately remove excrement (feces) left 
by the Animal in the City: 

 on a highway or roadway 

 in a public park 

 on any public property 

 on any private property other than the property of the Owner of the Animal 

Every Owner of an Animal shall removed from their premises excrement (feces) left by such 
Animal so as not to disturb the enjoyment, comfort, convivence of any person in the vicinity of 
the premises.  
Note: This is not applicable for Service Animals  

Required | Pets Leashed (By-Law 2023-122) 
Animals are not permitted to be off leash or at large within the limits of the City. This includes 
free roaming cats.
